World Ozone Day is observed on 16 September 2023
every year to spread awareness among people about
the depletion of szone layer and find possible solutions
to preserve it. With the same objective, the }
Department celebrated World Ozone Day on the |
theme, “Mantreal Protocol: Fixing the ozone layer and
reducing climate change,” on 16 September, 2023,
Activities included Rangoli making, short films, quizzes, and poster-making competitions, in which about 27 students of M.5c.
participated. The prizes were awa rded to winners of different categories.

A botanical excursion to Jamwa Ramgarh Wildlife Sanctuary was organized for PG students on 7 October 2023, 38 students were
accompanied by 2 faculty members and 2 lab staff on the trip. The wildlife sanctuary consisted of a semi-arid region with dry
deciduous and desert mixed type of forest vegetation. More than 125 plant species belonging to around 52 families were
studied. Certain species endemic to Aravalli hills like Boswellia serrata, Wrightia tinctoria, Sterculia, Anogeissus pendula,
Sarcostemma acidum rare species Gloriosa superba, Preridophytes- Actinopteris radiata and Adiantum, Bryophytes- Riccia
and Marchantia were observed. Butea monosperma was abundantly present in the region. The students collected plants like
Coix lacryma-jobi, Centella asiatica, Santalum album, Gymnema sylvestre, Tephrosia purpurea etc. to prepare herbarium
sheets. The objective of the visit was to familiarize the students with the flora and ecology of the area, This also magnified their
knowledge of plant taxonony.




Powerpoint presentation was conducted by M.5c. 5em | students on 11 December, 2023, The students gave presentations on
various topies of the syllabus like embryo sac, dicot embryo, plant diseases, thallus organization in algae, endoplasmic
reticulum etc. First prize was won by Nisha Meena, second prize by Khushi Kaviya and Soni Bano and third prize by Mahak and
Vanshika Sharma.

The First activity
organised by the Centre was a guest lecture on
“Global Issues: Gender Equality and Women
Empowerment” on 13 September 2023. The guest
speaker for the session was Madam Lad Kumari Jain
Retd. Professor, President Women Commission,
Jaipur,

The session began by focusing on the difference
between gender and sex and how sex is a biological
phenomenon, but gender is a psychological and
sociclogical phenomena. She discussed Gender

Management, ITTM, Pune, Prof. Nimali Singh, Member
Syndicate, University of Rajasthan and Principal,
University Maharani's College, Mr. Mukesh Gupta,
Mentor and Chief Editor, "Hello Kisan", Professor
Ashok Kumar, President, International Society for Life
Sciences, Professor Manju Lata Sharma, Shri Vimal
Kumar Bhatia, Secretary, College Trust, Dr. Rashmi
Chaturvedi, Director, and Principal, Dr. Seema
Agrawal, While Dr, Seema Agrawal formally welcomed
all the guests and delegates, Dr. Ritu Jain, Associate Professor, Department of Botany, and the Organising Secretary of the
Seminar formally introduced the theme. All the dignitaries expressed their grave concern over environmental degradation and
its adverse effect on human lives. Each one of them suggested unigue ways of meeting the challenge of environmental
conservation through their respective addresses;

K.R.Sharma, delivered a talk on ‘Green Technologies for Our Better Tomorrow- Some Considerations', His major focus was on
major man- made challenges for survival on earth, like pollution and the resultant hazards. Next in the line of speakers was
Professor Nivedita Kaul, who spoke |ucidiy on the topic, 'Effects of Waste Managemerit on Well being- SDG". She emphasized the
strong need for wet waste treatment by removing bottlenecks in the way of rule enforcement, community participation and
human will. The last speaker of the session was Dr. Laxmi Kant Sharma, who delivered a talk on the topic, ‘Advancement of
Environmental Studies and Public Health: ARemote Sensing Perspective'. He illustrated his study onwetlandsin Aravalli Region
as application of remote sensing to conserve the environment,

SEVEN-DAY FACULTY DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMME

Teaching learning Centre at Kanoria PG Mahila Mahavidyalaya, organized a seven -day In-house Faculty Development

Prof. Kausik in her talk explained what gender is and how it is socially and politically constructed, She also highlighted the
role of gender stereotyping in reinstating the gendered division within the society. Dr. Sujata in her speech gave the history of
literary depiction of gender and sexuality in both English and Hindiliterature. She gave exam ples of various women authors like
Virginia Wolfe, Ismat Chugtai and Amrita Pritam who were revolutionary in their approach to depict sexuality in their works and
how they were criticized by the society at that time for doing so.

The Second day 22 September 2023 began with a documentary of Gouri Sawant, “Life of a Transgender”, a transgender social
activist who has proven to be an extraordinary example of bringing a change in the society. The students also displayed posters
on the theme, ” Expressing Sexuality” where they displayed different aspects of sexuality . The resource person for the second
day were Adv. Shweta Pareek, practicing lawyer at Rajasthan High Court, and Dr. Amithy Jasrotia, Associate Professor,
Department of Sociology, University of Rajasthan. Adv. Shweta in her talk on "Legality of Sexuality " discussed the laws under
the IPC which discusses the identity rights and anti-discriminatory laws for those who do not identify themselves in the binary
division of gender. Dr. Jasrotia in her presentation on “The Sociology of Sexuality " highlighted how sociology of sexuality has
also undergone change, from structural perspective to later feminist and now talks of inclusiveness within the society in
contemporarytimes.
